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The contents of issues of the referee’s seminar
  of 10th International Universal Fight Championship

         (1-5 December, 2009, Prague, Czech Republic)
Methodic-organizing instructions.
The seminar will be held during the day and involve theoretical and practical parts.

At the end of the seminar referees are supposed to take their theoretical test in knowledge of the main regulations of the Rules of Competitions and in checking up their preparedness for performance of the duties on the obstacle course and in the ring (the presence of referee’s uniform, which is defined by the rules; the knowledge of the Rules of Competitions; techniques and violation assessments; knowledge and confident use of referee’s gestures; knowledge of referee’s rules and privileges, etc.).

Only those referees, who will attend the whole course of the seminar and successfully pass their theoretical and practical test, will be allowed to the refereeing.


THE PROGRAMME OF THE SEMINAR.
1. General issues of refereeing organization, activity of referee’s board, referee’s ethical.
2. Peculiarities of organization and refereeing on the obstacle course:

· the rules of overcoming individual obstacles and possible violations;
· the rules of implementation shooting exercises and possible violations;

· the rules of implementation  throwing knife exercises on the obstacle course and possible violations;
· the actions of referee’s board in special cases (breakdown of some elements of the obstacle course, misfiring and breakdown of a gun, injures, etc.)

3. Special features of organization and refereeing in the ring:

3.1. Peculiarities of  an application and an assessment of fighting technique during the ring fights:

· - holds, slams and back heels;
· - pain-including strokes towards hands and legs;
· - suffocating strokes;
· - forbidden techniques;

· - actions of the referee in the ring and side referees in complicated situations of using fighting technique;
3.2. Peculiarities of  an application and an assessment of kicking technique during the ring fights:
· - punches;
· - kicks;

· - back heels;

· - forbidden hitting technique;

· - actions of the referee in the ring and side referees in complicated situations of using kicking technique.

3.3. Actions which create impediments to a normal running of the match and referee’s board assessment of them;
3.4. Actions which are considered to be violations of ethical standards and discipline and referee’s board assessment of them;

4. Terms and gestures of referees during a sportsman’s passing an obstacle course and in the ring.

5. Classification of the rule’s violation by seconds, participants and referee’s board assessment of it.
